The Revolution will be Televised…Tweeted:  Note-taking for Animal Farm
As there have been revolutions in revolutions and revolutions in technology, we’ll try to mimic recent social-political upheavals as we read this text.  (Proving that literature is a living thing!)

Try to take notes in the form of Tweets.  As the plot of the novel develops, have the characters describe the events as if they are living through it and from their own perspective.  Please note:  your notes will be in first person point of view, but the novel is told in third person.  You may use a character @narrator if you need.

The basics:

Tweets are broadcast from a single individual.  Each character has his own @username.  So @Snowball and @Boxer are examples.  

Tweets are brief. Twitter limits each tweet to 140 characters.  I will not be counting characters, however!

#Hashtags:  As we uncover themes, motifs, and symbols, use #hashtags. These are metadata tags that mark ideas or key words or phrases.  (In real life Twitter, these hashtags are searchable, and for example, clicking on the hashtag would bring up all tweets marked with that keyword.)  Hashtags can be used in any part of the tweet (beginning, middle, end), but Twitter recommends that you use no more than 2 per tweet.

Grading/Evaluation:

Notes are graded for completeness of detail as well as analysis (as seen in your metadata hashtags).  

We will be following some specific hashtag ideas as we progress through the novel.  These will be theme-based, and if you follow the weaving of these concepts, you’ll be in great shape to write the essay at the end!
